
In partnership with the UCSF Leadership Institute, the  
KP Scholars Academy is excited to offer the Excellence in 
Nursing Education Certificate program. This certificate is  
an eight-month initiative for current and aspiring nursing 
professional development practitioners, which includes  
six four-hour monthly workshops and two six-hour in-person 
immersion experiences. As part of the certificate program,  
participants will also identify, design and implement a  
curricular-innovation project within their place of employment 
at Kaiser Permanente. This program in conjunction with a 
virtual certification preparation course will prepare certificate  
completers to sit for the ANCC Nursing Professional  
Development board certification.  

In alignment with the Association for Nursing Professional 
Development scope and standards, the six workshops will 
focus on the following topics: 

• Foundations of Adult Learning Theory and Curriculum, and
Pedagogy in Nursing

• Learning Outcomes and Objectives

• Educational Content Development and Program Design

• Teaching and Facilitation Strategies

• Evaluation and Assessment of Educational Activities

• Simulation and Debriefing in Clinical Nursing

The two immersion experiences will be structured to reinforce 
concepts introduced in the workshops, explore these learnings 
in the context of participant’s projects, and provide other 
real-world examples.
